INTERVIEW PROCESS

A pre-application interview is mandatory. The pre-application interview must be completed by an Executive Field Representative for verification that application is complete. It can be conducted at any show you attend and applicant is responsible to schedule with Executive Field Representative. Your application should be sent to the office together with the completed mandatory exam (JS, if applicable) and pre-application interview report. The breed specific final interview must be scheduled through Judging Operations. The Interview will include a discussion of rules and ring procedure on each breed applied for. Applicants may choose to come into the North Carolina office for their interview by prior appointment.

CERTIFICATION

I certify that I am familiar with the American Kennel Club’s Rules, Regulations, Policies and Guidelines for Conformation Dog Show Judges and agree to abide by them. That I am occupationally eligible to judge under AKC® Dog Show Rules and will adhere to the restrictions, if applicable, outlined in the Occupational Eligibility Addendum clarifying Chapter 7, Section 1.

If granted provisional judging status, I fully understand that my judging eligibility is conditional and, therefore, reviewable by the Staff Committee at any time subsequent to the date the status is initially granted. Upon review, AKC’s Staff Committee may relieve me of continued judging eligibility under the provisions of the Provisional Judging System as outlined in the Judging Approval Process.

Regular judging status will be accorded to only those provisional judges who adequately demonstrate their competence as a judge to the satisfaction of the American Kennel Club® through their provisional judging assignments.  

I fully understand and stipulate that the Staff Committee’s authorization to judge on a provisional basis in no way guarantees or infers eventual approval as a regular judge whose name would appear in AKC’s publication, Conformation, Junior Showmanship, Obedience, Rally and Tracking Judges Directory. 

I certify that I understand and acknowledge that if I am charged with cruelty, inhumane treatment of animals, or similar offense involving inhumane or cruel treatment of dogs, or charged with any crime involving moral turpitude, especially as it concerns dog-related activities, the AKC may temporarily place my judging privileges on referral while the charges are pending. Further, after receiving notification of the referral, I am prevented from judging or from accepting assignments to judge. When the charges are resolved and AKC’s inquiry into the matter determines that no action will be taken by the AKC to cause a suspension of my judging privileges, the temporary judging referral will be removed.
